3. Select the appropriate setting

Mozilla Firefox:

1. Choose the menu "Tools" then "Options"

2. Click on the icon "Privacy"

3. Find the menu "Cookie" and select the relevant options
Opera 6.0 and above:

1. Choose the menu "Files" then "Preferences”

2. Click Privacy and select one of the available options.

Analytics Cookies
